· Health care direct, indirect and induced employees total more than 1 million and earn more than $51 billion a year in wages, salaries and benefits. 
· Michigan’s direct health care workers and their employers pay more than $6.6 billion annually in state and federal taxes, which include Social Security, income, motor vehicle, sales, real property, personal property, corporate and more.
